Visit the Literacy Shed for this wonderful resource on The Lighthouse. Or
ask your child to write their own under the sea rhyming poem.

There is a word mat on the plans with some under the sea vocabulary.

Ask your child to make a timetable of what you did or what you will do
each day this week. Can your child write the times in 12 hour and 24 hour
format?

Task your child with creating an information report about one of

the worl ddéds oceans. This could inc
what plants and animals live there and the impact humans have on it.
Use the report writing check list on this plan to help you.

Ask your child to time how long it takes in seconds to do everyday tasks
such as brush their teeth. Then ask them to multiply that number by the
amount of times they do that task per day. How long is that in minutes?
How many minutes is that over a week?

Ask your child to imagine they are a deep-sea diver. Can they write a
detailed description about the ocean and include specific species? Remind
them to try to include adjectives to describe in detail what they saw. Visit
here.

Try drawing a clock on the ground with chalk. Then, get your child to
use their body to make the hands of the clock. They could show just the
hour or the minute by lying straight, or they could use their body to make
both hands.

Encourage your chi |l téusing d-inding Neenodas ad F
stimulus. Who gets lost in their story? How do they find them? For more of
a challenge, they could write an adventure story based on Treasure Island.

Your child can create a large grid on the floor to represent a map of the
ocean, with various hazards included. Then, ask your child to make a
paper boat and use directional language (half turn, quarter turn, clockwise,
anticlockwise etc) to navigate their ship safely across the oceans.

Ask your child to write a persuasive leaflet for a beach or seaside town
they have visited. How can they make the place sound inviting so that lots
of people want to visit? Use the persuasive features check list on the plan
to help you. Remember you wrote persuasive leaflets in Year 3 for a sea
life centre.

How old are trees? On this plan is a guide to how you can find out how old
a tree is. You need to knoswloowthisup 6
first. You will be measuring the circumference of a tree trunk. Who can find
the oldest tree in their area?

Learning Project - to be done throughout the week

The project this week aims to provide opportunities for your child to learn more about life in and around the sea. Learning may focus on the strange and
wonderful creatures and plants that occupy our oceans, their habitats and how human beings affect this environment.

Autosub 6000 Ocean Floor Mission

Exploring the Blue Abyss - Can your child remember the oceans of the world? Encourage your child to find out about the five different layers of the ocean

(Sunlight Zone, Twilight Zone, Midnight Zone, Lower Midnight Zone or Abyss and the Trenches). Sea creatures adapt incredibly to live in specific layers where
the conditions, such as the temperature and light levels, can change. Can your child explore the creatures that are found in each layer of the ocean and create
a fact file for each ocean layer with a labelled diagram?

Submarine Sculptures - Ask your child to look at pictures of real submarines for inspiration and create their own model submarine from

different materials found at home e.g. plastic bottles, paint, coloured pencils, string, paper mache, sweet wrappers, tin foil and cardboard.
When your child is collecting materials, question them on the suitability of each material. Alternatively, children could design and create a
boat to carry a load on the ocean using junk modelling. Remember to upload a photo of their creation to Dojo.

week.

Preventing Pollution - Encourage your child to ask different family members what they know about plastic waste (e.g. plastic bags, six-pack rings

and microbeads) that ends up in the ocean. They could do this by creating a questionnaire and carrying out interviews (perhaps over Facetime with
adult supervision?). Discuss how you could help reduce ocean pollution and work together to create a persuasive poster to reduce plastic waste.

Reef Research - The Great Barrier Reef is the only living thing which is visible from space! Encourage your child to take a virtual tour of the reef using
AirPano and create a poster or video to promote the Great Barrier Reef. Ask them to use scientific language relating to the habitats and species groups found in

Jacques-Yves Cousteau was
born on the 11" June 1910
in France. He was a famous
oceanographer.
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After breaking both of his
arms in an accident, Jacques
had to leave the French naval
academy. While he was
recovering, Jacques swam
in the Mediterranean Sea
every day. He wore a pair
of swimming goggles that
his friend had given to him.
Many people think that this
is when Jacques first fell in
love with the ocean.

Jacques was inspired by the
muysteries of the ocean and
he wanted to show people
things that they had never
seen before. He did this by
publishing a number of books,
films and documentaries

he had discovered during his

In the 1940s, Jacques helped
to improve the design of the
aqualung.

In 1985, Jacques was awarded
the Presidential Medal of
Freedom. This is an award
given to people who have
contributed significantly to the
national interests of the United
States of America.

Sylvia Earle
Sylvia Alice Earle was born
in New Jersey, USA, on the
30" August 1935. Sheis a
famous marine biologist who
is well known for her work
on marine conservation.

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Sylvia has written many
books and taken part in

a number of talks and
documentaries about marine
wildlife. These encourage
people to think about the
effects that overfishing and

' pollution have on the

world's oceans.

In 1998, a popular magazine
recognised Sylvia's work

on marine conservation by
awarding her with the title
of Hero for the Planet. A year
later, she became an explorer
in residence for a worldwide
company; a job title that she
still holds today.

Sylvia has started a marine
conservation organisation
which aims to protect 30%
of the world's oceans by the
year 2030. The plan is to
do this by creating areas
called 'hope spots' where
marine wildlife is protected.
By 2018, 94 hope spots had

already been created around
the world.




Robert Ballard
Robert Duane Ballard was
born on the 30" June 1942
in the USA. He is a retired
United States navy officer
and an oceanography
teacher. In addition, he is
also a marine archaeologist

In 1985, Robert found the lost

wreckage of the RMS Titanic.
The United States navy agreed
to pay for the mission if Robert
could first find two of their
missing submarines.

Robert found the remains of
the two missing submarines
and worked with his team to
discover how they had broken
apart in the deep water.
Incredibly, they were able to
use this information to help
them to find the sunken

During his life, Robert has
found several other missing
shipwrecks at the bottom

of the world's oceans. Most
recently, he has announced
that he plans to search

for the remains of Amelia
Earhart's plane. She was the
first female pilot to fly solo
across the Atlantic Ocean
and muysteriously disappeared
while attempting to fly around
the world.
