Weekly Reading Tasks  Weekly Spelling Tasks  

¶ Share a story together, perhaps a story from another culture? Oxford Owl 
has a book titled óStories from Africaô that you could read. You have to 
register to see it but it is free to join. 

¶ Visit Ducksters and let your child choose a region to learn about. Ask them 
to identify major cities, rivers and information on its landscape. 

¶ Can your child design a book cover (See template below) for a well-known 
myth e.g. Romulus and Remus? Or can they write an alternative ending 
instead?  There are some books about Myths and Legends on Oxford Owl. 
You have to register to see them but it is free to join. 

¶ Visit Story Nory and let your child choose a story from around the world to 
listen to. Can they summarise the main events by drawing a comic strip? 
(See template below) 

¶ Answers from last weekôs comprehension are below and there is a new 
reading comprehension for you to do. Answers will be given in next weekôs 
learning project.   

¶ Your child can learn to spell the continents of the world. (See Map Below) 
Practise writing them using pencils, pens, chalk, sticks, typing, etc.   

¶ Practise spelling these words: sadly, completely, usually, finally, 
comically. Can your child identify the spelling rule for adding the ólyô suffix? 

¶ Can your child create their very own óAround the Worldô crossword  
puzzle? Help them write clues and a family member can complete it.   

¶ Choose 5 Common Exception words and trace around each word. What 
does your child notice about the shape of each word?     

¶ Practise your weekly spellings- See list below. Have a test at the end of the 
week. Can you score more than the rest of your family? 

¶ Practise the Year 3/4 Common Exception words (see below) or spelling 

rules for Year 3. Can your child include some of these words in their writing 
tasks? 

Weekly Writing Tasks   Weekly Maths Tasks- Multiplication and Division  

¶ Visit the Literacy Shed for this wonderful resource on The Black Hat. Or 
your child could design a new island for people to visit by creating a 
detailed map from a birdôs eye view.   

¶ How many countries does your child know? Can they research a country 
that they would really like to visit? They could make a poster all about that 
country. Donôt forget to include lots of interesting facts! 

¶ Discuss a holiday that your child has been on or a place theyôve visited. Get 
them to design a postcard and write about what they did there. See below 
for a template. 

¶ Research the 7 continents of the world (We love this video!) Can your child 
find out about their cultures, cuisines, popular sports and significant or 
famous people? Get your child to make notes using bullet points. 

¶ Using the notes made whilst researching continents get your child to write 
the notes up into paragraphs. Make sure each paragraph is given a 
subheading. (See below for support)   

¶ Your child can try to find real life arrays -this could be eggs in a tray, 
candles in a row, etc. Once found, get your child to write the calculation for 

that array. Can they find the fact family? (E.g. 3x4 = 12, 4x3=12, 12÷3 = 4 
& 12 ÷ 4=3).   

¶ Get your child to make a multiplication flower for a times table of their 
choice like the one here. 

¶ Ask your child to think about the products that they use at home and how 
far these have travelled. Food, clothing, toys and electrical items often 
carry óMade inéô labels. Calculate distances travelled and order from those 
made closest to home to those made furthest away. 

¶ Encourage your child to explore different currencies of money used around 

the world. How do these compare to pounds? E.g £1= $1.25.   
¶ Times Table Rockstars, Numbots and MyMaths are also still available.

Learning Project - to be done throughout the week  

This week we invite you to find out more about countries and cities around the world. There are so many cultures and traditions to explore!  

  
¶ Letôs Wonder - Virtual Explorer - Use Google Earth to explore the location and landscapes of the different continents . Choose one continent you find 

interesting and pick a country located there. Can you find out the following: How long does it take to reach this country from the UK? What does the flag look 
like? What wild animals live here? What is the landscape like? What are the traditional foods and entertainment? What is this country famous for producing? 
What style of art comes from this part of the world? Are there any famous people from this country? As always, you can choose how to present your findings; a 
fact page, a slide show, a video presentation. Why not try something you havenôt done before? 

 

¶ Letôs Create 
This week we would like you to explore Aboriginal art made by the indigenous people of Australia. This style of art lends itself to using paint. If you donôt have 
paint, you could use small objects such as grains of rice or pasta to create patterns or use a stick to make patterns on the ground outside. Take a photo so you 
have a record of your work. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Perhaps you would like to explore music from around the world? Do you like reggae, soul or hip hop? Where did they originate? 
Maybe you could create a traditional costume to wear for one of the dances around the world you try ï we would love to see photos! You can upload them on to 
Class Dojo! 

ǒ Letôs get Active Dance Around the World - Use SafeYoutube  to dance along to some different cultural dances from around the world, thereôs the Brazilian    
Samba, the traditional Diwali stick dance or the Spanish Flamenco.  If dancing isnôt your thing have you ever tried playing Frisbee? This sport originated in 
Canada and is great fun now you can enjoy using open spaces. Recommendation at least 2 hours of exercise a week. 

  
ǒ Time to Talk - Speak the Language - Set your family a challenge to learn some simple phrases in a different language and see if you can talk to each other.  

Good phrases to begin with are Hello! How are you? Fine thanks! Whatôs your name? My name is éIf you want to try Mandarin, you could visit the Mrs 

Mandarin website here.   

ǒ Around the World - Tribal Traditions ï In óLetôs Createô you had a look at work made by the indigenous people of Australia. Indigenous means a people who 
were the original inhabitants of a place. There are many other indigenous groups and tribes around the world such as Maori people, Native Americans, the 
Yanomami tribe or the African Maasai tribe. Why is it important that these groups and their way of life are respected? What interesting facts can you discover 
about them? 

 
ǒ Down time You may like to revisit airpano. Some of our favourites in 360 videos are The Grand Canyon, The Northern Lights, Norway and Rice Terraces, 

China. While in the 360 photo section óThe Best Sitesô is a great place to find landmarks youôd like to explore further such as The Great Wall of China and The 
Taj Mahal.
